1. Salesto individuals authorized to purchase subsi stence and other Quartermaster
supplies will be governed by the following procedure:

a CASH PURCHASES: All sales will befor cash only. All Military
Personnel on active duty; all retired Military Personnel when authorized by the
Commanding General. All individuals are reminded that sales are authorized for their
own use or for the use of dependent members of their families. (AR 30-2290). Sales will
not be made to servants or agents except upon presentation of identification card and a
written order from the authorized permit holder.

b. RATIONING: Rationing of critical itemswill be carried out as set forth by
O.P.A.' Excessive purchases off subsistence for future use will not be allowed.

c. SALESHOURS: From 8:00 A.M. to 2:00 P.M. daily except Sundays and the
last business day of each month. No sales will be made after 2:00 P.M.

d. DELIVERIES: No ddliveries will be made. No phone orders will be
accepted.

e. ERRORS AND CORRECTIONS: No corrections or exchanges over the
counter will be made after stores are removed from the salesroom. The responsibility of
checking the items at the time of the purchase rests with the purchaser.

f. COMPLAINTS: personnel of the sales store will at all times maintain a
courteous attitude toward customers. All complaints to the contrary will be received by
the Sales Officer.
